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Born from a vision and recognition of the 
importance of open space and realized by 
like-minded individuals banding together, 
advocating to protect the land with diligence 
and deep understanding, the Conservancy 
was formed to be steward of the more than 
30,500 acres of Sonoran desert habitat in 
Scottsdale. Funded by sales taxes the 
acquisition of the land was the first step by 
Scottsdale residents. The next crucial step 
was for the Conservancy to be self-sufficient 
by fundraising for its programming. Unlike a 
State park, which can generate money from 
use of the land we rely solely on the 
generous support of people like you who 
care about nature and understand that the 
threats to our natural world have never been 
greater. 

The power to protect the Sonoran Desert for 
future generations is up to you. Our purpose 
is to empower awareness and actualize 
global preservation through science, 
research, learning and teaching. Through 
the work of our scientific team and the 
dedication of more than 650 tireless 
volunteer stewards we care for and study 
the McDowell Sonoran Preserve. 

With over 750,000 residents and visitors

Taliesin West was architect Frank Lloyd 
Wright's winter home and school in the 
desert from 1937 until his death in 1959 at 
the age of 91. Today it is the main campus 
of The School of Architecture at Taliesin and 
houses the Frank Lloyd Wright Foundation 

It is a UNESCO World Heritage and National 
Historic Landmark nestled in the desert 
foothills of the McDowell Mountains in 
Scottsdale, AZ.   

Wright’s beloved winter home and the 
bustling headquarters of the Taliesin 
Fellowship was established in 1937 and 
diligently handcrafted over many years into 
a world unto itself. Deeply connected to the 
desert from which it was forged, Taliesin 
West possesses an almost prehistoric 
grandeur. It was built and maintained almost 
entirely by Wright and his apprentices, 
making it among the most personal of the 
architect’s creations. 
 
 

Bronze Horse Fountain 
 
Artist and gallery owner, Bob Parks, donated 
this fountain in 1989 with the intent to attract 
visitors to the 5th Avenue shops and 
galleries.  The five champion Arabian horses 
rearing from the fountain were modeled after 
horse breeder Tom Chauncey’s award-
winning Arabians. Each horse’s name is at 
the base of the sculpture. The horses have 
links to the Arabians of the Stillman, Wrigley, 
and McCormick families. Since the 1950’s, 
Scottsdale has been central to Arabian 
horse breeding in America. Today the 
fountain is one of the most photographed 
landmarks in Scottsdale. 
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Bob Parks owned the Bob Parks Gallery, 
Inc. in Scottsdale for thirty years. His artwork 
can be found at the Chicago Art Institute, 
National Cattleman’s Association 
Headquarters, Canadian Senate, Mayo 
Clinic Hospital, and the Arlington 
International Racecourse. 
 
 

Old Town Jogging Scenic Route  
By local contributor

Let the energy of Scottsdale’s vibrant 
Old Town sweep you along this urban 
route. Start your run in Old Town at 
Brown Avenue and Main Street in front 
of “The Yearlings,” a bronze cast of 
galloping horse.  
 
As you head south on Brown, you’ll pass 
the Old Adobe Mission and Cavalliere’s 
Blacksmith Shop, which will give you a 
glimpse into the city’s past.  
 
When you reach Second Street, turn 
right and take another right on 
Scottsdale Road. As you jog north, you’ll 
pass trendy new restaurants, colorful 
shops and long-time landmarks like the 
Sugar Bowl.   
 
Turn left on Camelback Road just past 
the towering twin cylinders of the Soleri 
Bridge and head west. To your right is 
Scottsdale Fashion Square, the 
Southwest’s largest shopping mall.  
 
Take a left at the next light (just before 
Nordstrom) and head south past the 
shops and restaurants of the Scottsdale 
Waterfront. Cross over the Arizona 
Canal on the Marshall Way Bridge and 
turn left on Scottsdale’s famous Fifth 
Avenue, known for its boutiques, bistros 
and the Bob Parks Horse Fountain. 
 
 At Scottsdale Road, turn right and enter 
the home stretch. If you’ve still got some 
energy when you reach Main Street, 
turn right for a tour through the Arts 
District. Otherwise, turn left on Main and 
you’ll be back to your starting point. 
Refuel with contemporary Latin cuisine 
by Chef Matt Carter at The Mission 
(don’t, under any circumstances, miss 

the 12-ingredient tableside guacamole – 
you can thank us later).

The contemporary, 43,000-square-foot 
building is an architectural gem that meets 
the highest standards for sustainability and 
conservation of natural resources. Visitors 
also will enjoy the informative video kiosks, 
beautiful outdoor sculpture courtyard, 
museum store, and inspirational film "Spirit 
Is."  
 
Located in downtown Scottsdale's arts 
district, Western Spirit is within easy walking 
distance of numerous art galleries and 
restaurants. Nearby attractions include Old 
Town Scottsdale, Scottsdale Fashion 
Square, Scottsdale Stadium (Cactus League 
Spring Training home of the San Francisco 
Giants baseball team), the Scottsdale

called the SMoCA Lounge. 
 
The Scottsdale Museum of Contemporary 
Art (SMoCA) is an artist and audience-
centered institution that brings communities 
together under the shared philosophy that 
art has the power to engage our 
imaginations, challenge our perceptions, 
and inspire change. Opened in 1999, the 
Museum has established itself as a leader in 

the arts presenting innovative exhibitions 
and educational programs.
